Second 'Foreshore and Seabed' hikoi begins

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HIKOI: A second foreshore and seabed hikoi passed through Kaikohe this morning.
A second protest march demonstrating opposition to the Government's proposed seabed and foreshore bill left Cape Reinga earlier this week and arrived at Kaikohe today. 

The group marched through Kaikohe's mainstreet at about 11.30am, and held a presentation at the Memorial Hall, which included a video on the Seabed and Foreshore issue. 

Hikoi2 now plans to continue south to meet up with groups from other areas in Auckland on October 16. 

The first Hikoi held in July was the country's largest protest march. 

Organiser Hone Harawira said it was crucial that the public continued to apply pressure on the Government while the Bill was before the select committee. 
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
