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WHAT DOES HISTORY SAY ?

 “Greetings my friend … this is a message to let the Pakeha know to stop taking our sands on their steamers … the land is ours … it is not as if we were living in Hawaiki [dead], that they can simply come & steal the treasures from our lands.”

“Maoris held this land under their customs and usages; the land was customary land prior to the signing of the Treaty of Waitangi in 1840 and continued to remain as such thereafter; being held in complete occupation by the Maoris even down to a time in living memory.”

The Minister of Maori Affairs makes the brave stand that “The land wars are over, so consent of the tangata whenua is required before customary title can be extinguished” 9 months later, Ririnui, Samuels, Okeroa, Horomia and Tamihere sell Maori down the drain and decide to support Labour’s Bill.

AND WHAT DID LABOUR DO ?

They cancel the court’s right to investigate customary title. They ignore the results of their consultation hui with Maori. They ignore opposition from the Waitangi Tribunal, Human Rights Commission, Churches, the Law Society, and even their allies, the Greens. NZ First says they will support the Bill if it denies Maori rights to legal aid. Labour agrees. They introduce their illegal and racist Bill. They limit the time people have to make submissions. Then they choose to hear less than 10% of the submissions made.
